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Weigh in on Budget Priorities –Survey Open Now 

 
 

Because of anticipated cuts in the state budget, Lake Washington School District 

is currently anticipating that the district will receive nearly $10 million less in 

state funds next year and that amount could change. The district is seeking parent 

opinion on what items should receive priority in funding as it develops the budget 

for the 2009-2010 school year. An online survey is available on the district Web 

site now through April 5, 2009. Just click on the link on the right hand side of the 

page under ñWhatôs new on this site.ò  

 

In 2006, the last time that the district faced significant budget cuts, a committee 

consisting of community members, parents, teachers and administrators devel-

oped a budget-decision screen. This screen has been used since then in determin-

ing where cuts can be made in each school yearôs budget. The current survey asks 

parents and community members to rate the items currently on the screen to deter-

mine if the district still has the right priorities for funding. The survey also asks 

the public to rate specific budget items on how important each item is to fund.  

 

In addition to seeking public opinion on budget priorities, the district will con-

tinue to monitor the budget work being done in the legislature and will adjust the 

amount of cuts needed accordingly. For planning purposes, the process of deter-

mining these cuts needs to begin now, instead of waiting until the end of the legis-

lative session.

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News from the 7th Grade Team 
 

As the year progresses, we continue to emphasize student responsibility and work towards pre-

paring students for the greater expectations they will have as 8th graders.  In doing so we want 

to remind parents and students of the late work policy in LA/SS and Science that states, ñany 

assignment turned in late will only receive half credit of the earned score and will only be ac-

cepted up to one week lateò. 

 

The new policy for 4th quarter will be that NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED.  Stu-

dents on an IEP, 504 plan or an excused absence will have the same accommodations they have 

had all year. 

 

 

In Social Studies, 7th grade students have completed the Classroom Based Assessment requir-

ing in depth research on a Constitutional issue and the writing of a persuasive paper. We are 

currently looking at the issues leading up to the Civil War:  the Industrial Revolution, slavery, 

and nationalism vs. sectionalism. 

 

Seventh grade students in Language Arts are reading a companion novel, Nightjohn, by Gary 

Paulsen, which brings alive the realities of slave life and the brutalities they endured.  We will 

continue to be preparing students for the upcoming Reading and Writing WASL. 

 

In CMP 7 Math, we are studying how to work with positive and negative integers in the unit, 

Accentuate the Negative.  In particular, students have been exploring the conceptual meanings 

of how to add, subtract, multiply and divide integers and contemplating what these numbers 

mean in the situations they are used for.  To help facilitate your childôs learning, please make 

sure that your students are prepared to come to class each day with pencils, correcting pens, 

notebook paper and especially graph paper (as our next unit will require making graphs al-

most daily).  Ms. Cohen, Ms. Colombo & Ms. Yates would also like to invite you to access our 

classroom websites for a calendar of assignments, tests and upcoming classroom events to help 

keep both students and parents up to date on what is happening in class.  

 

In Science, seventh graders are finishing up the storms section of the Catastrophic Events unit. 

Next, students will be taking what they have learned about convection currents in the air and 

water and relating it to convection currents in the earth.  By doing so, students will see how 

earthquakes and volcanoes are related.   Lessons will be inquiry based and focus on the natural 

wonders of the Pacific NW.

8th Grade Team News  
 

Please note for all 7th and 8th graders taking the WASL: 

 

All students should be prepared to take the WASL.  The math and science departments espe-

cially request that students come prepared with their own calculators on Monday April 13 for 

7th graders for the math portion of the WASL that allows tools; Wednesday, April 15 for 8th 

graders for the math portion of the WASL that allows tools; for all 8th graders Monday and 

Tuesday, April 20 and 21 for the science portion of the WASL since tools (including calcula-

tors are allowed both days on the science WASL.

In our study of Earth Science we have looked at the Earth and Sun from observations we can 

make from the Earth, starting with shadows and progressing to seasons.  Students now have a 

deeper understanding of what causes the seasons and why it is not due to the distance be-

tween the Earth and the Sun.  Weôve now begun examining our closest spatial neighbor, the 

moon.  Students will be investigating the moonôs phases, eclipses, and tides, culminating with 

a moon book to demonstrate their learning. 

 

In CMP 8 Math, students are working on the unit, Looking For Pythagoras, which helps stu-

dents explore the special relationship of right triangles and their side lengths.   Through these 

explorations students begin to learn how and when to use the Pythagorean Theorem and the 

conceptual meaning of a square root symbol.   To help facilitate your childôs learning, please 

make sure that your students are prepared to come to class each day with pencils, correcting 

pens, notebook paper and especially graph paper.  Ms. Cohen & Ms. Yates would also like 

to invite you to access our classroom websites for a calendar of assignments, tests and up-

coming classroom events to help keep both students and parents up to date on what is hap-

pening in class.

 Language Arts : Ninth graders have finished reading  

Animal Farm and its allegorical symbolism to the Russian Revo-
lution.  Students are engaged in practicing effective writing, con-

centrating on maintaining a clear focus on topics with supporting 
details, providing logical organization, using engaging and ap-

propriate language with fluent sentences of varied length and structure.  
 

World History  
Ninth graders completed the unit on ancient China and South-
east Asia.  Students are beginning to make inquiries for the 

state -mandated Classroom Based Assessment research papers. 
The content overview for freshmen is Humans and the Environ-

ment. During this project, students apply their knowledge and 
skills in research, the writing process, and critical thinking. This project offers 

preparation for future high school projects.  
 

Science  
We are finishing up our Chemistry Unit by looking at types of 

reactions and with several hands on lab activities.   The stu-
dents have learned an impressive amount of new material this 

quarter, starting with atoms and subatomic particles all the 
way to chemical bonding and equations.   The students have 

persevered through some tough conceptual ideas and have 
come away with a stronger understanding of the way their world works.   Mov-

ing forward we will be shifting to Earth Science and what we can learn about 

the world around us on a much larger scale .

9th Grade news continued... 

 

Algebra students have just completed Chapter 7, a unit on exponents and expo-

nential equations.  Students have been learning to manipulate ñugly fractionsò 

that contain both positive and negative exponents using the laws of exponents.  

The third quarter final will be on Friday, March 27.  After spring break all stu-

dents will be either reviewing for the WASL or engaging in a mini-unit created 

by the math department on basic Geometry skills.  After WASL students will delve into a study 

of radicals. 

 

Geometry students have just completed Chapter 7, a unit on transformations.  They explored the 

world of Escher-style tessellations and discovered polygons that will tile a plane.  The third quar-

ter final will be on Friday, March 27.  After spring break geometry students will begin two related 

units on area and volume.  Students will find that strong algebra skills are needed for both units. 

 

Advanced Algebra has just completed Chapter 7, a very challenging unit on polynomials.  Stu-

dents learned to use the factor theorem to discover one zero of a function and could then find the 

other zeros using long division of polynomials or synthetic division.  Conversely, students were 

given the roots of a function and asked to calculate the polynomial function.  Whew!  Their third 

quarter final is scheduled for Friday, March 27.  After spring break students will begin chapter 9 

and learn to simplify and calculate with rational expressions and equations, otherwise known as 

ñugly fractions!ò

I:  French I students are finishing up their 3rd quarter culture projects.  Theyôve made power-

point presentations on a French speaking country.  Students are starting chapter 6 and  is about 

things to do in a city.  Students will learn to describe their own city, the buildings, and places of 

interest.  They will be able to ask for directions (and give them).  They will talk about places 

they visit and describe his or her own home.  We will introduce a new tense:  near future.  

 

II:  French 2 students just finished up Chapter 4 and their culture projects.  They made a small 

replica of a Parisian monument and did a bilingual presentation on it to the class.  Chapter 5 

involves body parts and activities to stay fit, the pronouns y and en, as well as reflexive verbs.
